Isfahan province is one of the thirty-one provinces of Iran. It is located in the center of Iran.
The Isfahan province covers an area of approximately 107,018 square km and is situated in the center of Iran. To its north, stand the Markazi (Central) Province and the provinces of Qom and Semnan. To its south, it is bordered by the provinces of Fars, and Kohgiluyeh and Boyer-Ahmad Province. Aminabad is the most southern city of Isfahan province just 2 km north of the border. To the east, it is bordered by the province of Yazd. To the west, it is bordered by the province of Lurestan and to the southwest by the province of Chahar Mahal and Bakhtiyari.

its capital is Isfahan City. This province is limited from the north by semnan, qom and Markezi provinces from the east by Yazd and southern khorasan ,from the west by lorestan and chaharmahal-e-bakhtiyari provinces,and from the south by kohkilooye-va-boyre-ahmad and fars provinces.
lsfahan is the pole of the production of Iron,steel, building materials and petrochemical Industry in Iran.
The city of Isfahan is the provincial capital.
The province experiences a moderate and dry climate, on the whole, ranging between 40.6 °C  and 10.6 °C  on a cold day in the winter season. 
With an elevation of 4,040 meters, the Shahankuh is the highest peak in Isfahan Province. This mountain is located about 20 kilometers southwest of the city of Fereydunshahr in the western part of Isfahan Province.

Isfahan province consists of 52 rivers. They are small and temporary, with the exception of the Zāyanderud, which totals 405 km in length a basin area of 27,100 km2.
Isfahan province encompasses various sects today. The majority of the people in the province are Persian speakers, but Bakhtiari Lurs, Georgians, Armenians, Qashqais and Persian Jews also reside in the province. The official language of the province is Persian, though different ethnic groups and tribes abide by their own language such as Judeo-Persian, Armenian, Georgian, Qashqai Turkic or Bakhtiari Lurish. Isfahan province is noted for its reputed personalities such as writers, poets and other eminent figures who have been born and brought up or have lived in this territory.

Famous foods according to Isfahan atlas of foods are Shefte, Kachi, Kebab Golpayegan, Samanu Shahreza, Carrot stew [fa] Khansar , Yokhe bread (Kaak) Semirom.
